Outline of the Doctoral Course of the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University
This doctoral course is offered as a four-year, advanced postgraduate course that addresses diverse global needs,
under the PhD program established in conjunction by the Joint Graduate Schools of Veterinary Medicine at
Kagoshima and Yamaguchi Universities, building on the Bachelor’s Degree programs established as a
collaboration between the Joint Faculties of Veterinary Medicine at the two universities.
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Degree

Graduate students who satisfy the requirements for completing this doctoral course are awarded a Doctorate
of Philosophy in Veterinary Medicine by Yamaguchi University and Kagoshima University.
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Admissions Prerequisite

The required knowledge and understanding include an overall knowledge of veterinary medicine, the

overall knowledge of biology needed for research activities, and comprehension of specialist English
terminology as used in the field of veterinary medicine. Furthermore, ideal candidates must be able to clearly
articulate their ideas and thinking in relation to research they have conducted up to the present and research
they plan to conduct in the future.
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Applicant Selection Procedure
In the Written Test (foreign language subject: English), applicants will be evaluated for fundamental academic
competencies in veterinary medicine, and the English language skills necessary for research activities. In the
Oral Test, applicants will be evaluated for their approach to research ethics and bioethics, planning ability,
spirit of inquiry, aspiration, personality, and communication skills based on oral presentations and question-
and-answer sessions.
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Personal information protection

Under Japan’s Personal Information Protection Law, an act on the protection of personal information,

The oral test will cover the content of the applicant's recent research (graduation thesis, master's
degree, research results, case reports, or a substitute) and the statement of his/her study plan in
Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University.

The oral presentation will take about 10 minutes and the questions and discussions will take
approximately 20 minutes.

(Applicants are requested to bring their own PC, and use the LCD projector to give a presentation.)
In the Oral examination, applicants will also be asked about their professional knowledge of
veterinary medicine.

Admission of Overseas applicants based on their application documents

Applicants who are non-Japanese nationals for whom visiting Japan on the day of the examination is
impossible are considered through rigorous analysis of application documents and an interview using ¥
online videoconferencing. In the interview, the candidate’s English ability and knowledge of relevant
areas of expertise are assessed based on the statement of purpose and plan of study presented in the
application form.

Note 1.  Those who wish to undergo the abovementioned selection procedure without taking the
examinations are required to have sufficient consultations with their proposed academic
supervisor, and that supervisor’s confirmation before the time of application.

Note 2.  Applicants will be notified of the details concerning the exact time, date and place of the
examination after their application has been accepted.

Note 3.  Applicants are requested to present an application form and two letters of
recommendation from referees in good standing (such as guidance counselors of the
university they graduated from or senior colleagues) together with another
recommendation from preferred academic supervisor.

Outline of the Doctoral Course of Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine,
Kagoshima University

1. Objective

The Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine serves to develop and strengthen world-class veterinary education
through promoting global, cutting-edge veterinary research, and cultivating pioneering veterinary educators and
researchers imbued with strong sense of bioethics and research ethics. Furthermore, it cultivates leading veterinary
medical personal with academic knowledge and research capabilities as advanced veterinary experts and strives to
find solutions for the veterinary issues at the global and regional levels. Under this educational philosophy, we aim
to go beyond training the next generation veterinary medical educators and researchers, and nurture veterinary
medical personnel with the knowledge, skills, practical ability of advanced veterinary experts, thus contributing to
the development of an enriched global society.

2. Courses

These courses have been established in this doctoral program with specialist units in the veterinary field as
outlined below.

(1) Veterinary Science Course

The Veterinary Science Course aims to cultivate advanced researchers who will employ European and American
standards to shape the next generation of Japanese veterinary medical education. To this end, the Veterinary
Science Course includes advanced research components in basic veterinary medicine, applied veterinary medicine,
and clinical veterinary medicine. Graduate students are required to prepare doctoral dissertations in these areas.

(2) Veterinary Specialization Course

The Veterinary Specialization Course cultivates specialists in experimental animal medicine who contribute to
the health and welfare of experimental animals, veterinary pathologists whose pathological diagnoses disease
enable disease control or other such specialists, or veterinary professionals who play a leading role in the provision
of cutting-edge, high-level animal medical care. Graduate students shall complete a doctoral dissertation as they
acquire any one of these specializations.

3. Joint educational curriculum
A common educational curriculum has been developed by the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary

Medicine, Kagoshima University and the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi
University Veterinary.

4. Characteristics of Education and Research
(1) Entrants to the joint graduate school nominate their desired academic supervisor from among the
faculty members belonging to this graduate school, and the graduate school then makes all relevant
arrangements and a determination of the academic supervisor.
(2 Entrants to the joint graduate school are enrolled at the university to which their academic
supervisor belongs and receive research guidance under that supervisor.
The facilities and facilities of Yamaguchi University can also be used.
(3) At the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University, each graduate student
is allocated an academic supervisor, a first co-supervisor, and a second co-supervisor (faculty member
at Yamaguchi University).

5. Diploma Policy

PhD candidates at the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University accumulate the

required credits through study over the stipulated period, and acquire the knowledge, skills, and competencies set

out below. In this way, our Joint Graduate School fulfils its primary objective of educating future specialists in the
field. The qualification of Doctorate of Philosophy in Veterinary Medicine is awarded to candidates with the
acceptance of their dissertation and the final examination (.e. oral defense and examination). Candidates will:

(1) acquire the most up-to-date scientific and technical skills in the field of veterinary medicine, and the ability to
conduct research based on advanced academic knowledge and skills.

(2) develop an awareness of challenges in the field of veterinary medicine together with the ability to find solutions
for them as a high-level veterinary medical specialist or researcher with a broad comprehension of, and logical
approach to, life sciences, high standards of bioethics and research ethics.

(3) develop practical English and communication skills appropriate for research or professional activity in the field
of veterinary medicine at the global level.

(4) develop the ability to play an active and leading role in society with strong leadership qualities.
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6. Curriculum policy

At the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, we have created the following systematical body of courses: non-specialized
course, Specialized course, Advanced practical skills, Special seminars, and Researcher development. These courses are aimed to
bring PhD candidates (graduate students) to the levels stated in the Diploma Policy, and the educational content, methods, and
assessment are governed by the policy set out below.

[Curriculum and Educational Content]

(1) During the first three years of this PhD program, graduate students receive instruction in advanced-level
veterinary medicine and are provided with wide-ranging learning opportunities to promote their growth as
individuals with flexibility, the ability to think critically, a breadth of vision, and a strong will to succeed who
can play a leading role in society.

(2) Graduate students prepare a dissertation based on the results they obtain from their research in the fourth
year. Through the education they receive here, graduate students will become advanced to the highest ranks of
the profession in roles as researchers or veterinary medical specialists. They will also become capable of
engagement with, or finding solutions for, challenges in veterinary medicine, with a critical mind, based on a
broad comprehension of, and a logical approach to, life sciences, through the receipt of research guidance.

(3) Non-specialized Courses (core curriculum elements) involve instruction by professors of the Joint Faculty at
both universities (Kagoshima and Yamaguchi Universities), and are aimed to cultivate outstanding researchers
and veterinary medical specialists by providing opportunities for advanced learning across the field of
veterinary medicine, beyond the specialist area of each graduate student. These lectures are provided through
a simultaneously streamed class system (SSCS), on-demand streaming, or other e-learning systems.

(4) Specialized Courses (core curriculum elements) are provided as opportunities for graduate students to
acquire advanced-level knowledge of relevant codes of behavior, research ethics and the management of
intellectual property rights, and professional English language ability.

(5) Advanced Practical Skills Courses (core curriculum elements) are provided only to graduate students following
the Veterinary Science track (and not those following the Veterinary Specialization track). These courses
correspond to the globalized veterinary medicine/medical components outlined in the diploma policy, and are

aimed at inculcating practical communication and presentation skills.

(6) Special Seminars (core curriculum elements) are provided only to graduate students following the Veterinary
Specialization track (and not those following the Veterinary Science track). These seminars comprehensively
equip graduate students with the knowledge, skills, and practical experiences stipulated in the frameworks for
specialization, accreditation, and board certifications established by veterinary professional bodies.

(7) Researcher Development Courses (elective elements) are aimed to provide graduate students with high-level

knowledge and technical expertise in their own specialist areas. These courses are provided as special lectures
using the SSCS, on-demand streaming, or through other e-learning systems, in just the same way as the core

curriculum elements delivered by professors of the Joint Faculty of Kagoshima and Yamaguchi Universities.
[Education method]

(1) Aim/objective-oriented education consistent with each course component is provided for the purpose of
developing the competencies stated in the Diploma Policy.

(2) To promote independent learning for the graduate students, we implement active learning, with students
identifying challenges and solutions, and receiving practical training in the classes we provide.

(3) We conduct lessons with in-person classes, SSCS, on-demand streaming, and e-learning systems.
[Assessment of Learning Outcomes]

(1) The educational and academic objectives and assessment criteria are clearly laid out for each course
component, and students are rigorously assessed on the achievement of learning outcomes based on tests
and reports.

(2) The graduate student’s academic achievement after completing the four year courses is evaluated

comprehensively

by means of a dissertation thesis, in addition to the number of credits acquired over that period.

The Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University has been involved
in many education and research activities including those relating to veterinary anatomy,
behavioral physiology and ecology, pharmacology, molecular pathology, animal
experimentation, and genome control. Based on these activities, this doctoral program
provides a veterinary medical research context for research into biological function, and is active
in developing the next generation of life science researchers, cultivating their knowledge of the
basic biology of veterinary medicine by utilizing a synthetic animal experiment facility
(internationally approved by the AAALAC).

Pathological

The Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University, and specifically
its TAD center, have been involved in studies on early diagnosis and preventive control of highly
pathogenic avian influenza, porcine epidemic diarrhea, hog cholera and other infectious
diseases. These studies have been pursued in collaboration with local government, the Kyushu
Branch of the National Institute of Animal Health (itself part of the National Agriculture and
Food Research Organization), the National Institute of Infectious Diseases and other
organizations. Based on these research activities, this doctoral program is able to provide
applied veterinary medical research training in microbiological frontier research areas such as
pathogenic microorganisms, veterinary hygiene, parasitology and infectious disease research,
control of infectious disease including animal hygiene and public health, and pathological
diagnosis and pathological appraisal.

Clinical  Veterinary

Science

The Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University has also been
involved in education and research activities including those related to hereditary , neurologic
diseases, urinary, and neoplastic diseases in companion animals; bovine developmental
technology; bovine, equine, and porcine respiratory, gastrointestinal, and reproductive disorders,
and pigs; and canine and equine locomotory disorders. Based on these research activities, this
doctoral program is able to provide programs in clinical veterinary medicine in order to lead
advanced studies in clinical veterinary medicine and to promote reproduction and disease control
of livestock in support of food ﬂ\%@lction and increased economic resources.
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9. Course Transfer
Graduate students are not restricted from transferring from a Veterinary Specialization Course to
the Veterinary Science Course; however, such transfers are generally approved only where a
graduate student is considered to have finished the required period of education leading to the
specialist/certified veterinarian examination.

1 0. Requirement for Graduation
Graduate students are required to complete at least 30 credits in the curriculum of the Joint
Graduate School, receive necessary research guidance, defend their doctoral thesis, and pass the
relevant examination. In addition, with a total of at least 30 credits, at least 10 credits involve
subjects delivered at Yamaguchi University.

1 1. Degree and Exam qualification that can be acquired
For those who complete this graduate course, a Doctorate of Philosophy in Veterinary Medicine is
awarded by Yamaguchi University and Kagoshima University.
In addition, upon graduation from the Veterinary Specialization Course and having succeeded in
all the necessary examinations, successful candidates can acquire a further certification as a
specialist in experimental animal medicine, or as a Diplomate of the Japanese College of Veterinary
Pathologists. After graduating from the relevant course, having acquired the doctoral degree
(veterinary medicine), and having succeeded in all the necessary examinations, successful
candidates can be certified as Diplomates of Japanese College of Veterinary Surgeons, Specializing
in Small Animal Surgery, after further training as a resident.
